COMPARATIVES

In Greek there aretwo waysto form a compar ative from an adjective:

a) Just addtio egmo yniog Or o wo Yniog
NB: This can be done with aradjective

or

b) Form one word fronmeuter singular + -tepog egynidtepog
NB: This cannot be done with all adjectives

So:

o YnAog or ynidtepog = taller
0 o YN Aog or o yniétepog = the tallest

For example:

WYNAOG (0) mo ymAog (0) ynAdteEPOG (tall)
TELELOG (0) mo téAerog (0) TelerdTEPOG (perfect)
QPEGKOG (0) o @péorog (0) ppeckdTEPOG (fresh)
Bopig (0) mo Papig (0) Bapvtepog (heavy)
akppng (0) o akpPrg (0) axpiBéotepog (exact)
TEUTEANG (0) mo TepméANG - (lazy)
Qayoag (0) o @dryoc - (glutton)
enelyv (0) mo eneiywv - (urgent)

Some adj ectives have irregular compar ative forms - note the following:

amhog (0) amlovotepog | Simple simpler

KOKOG (0) xelpdTEPOG bad worse

KOAOG (0) koAvTEPOG good better

KOVTOG (0) kovtOTEPOG short (height) shorter (height)
! (0) xovtOTEPOG short (Ilength) shorter (length)

Ayog (0) Myotepog little/few less/fewer

ueyéAog (0) peyorvtepog big bigger

KpOC (0) pxpoTEPOG small smaller

TOADG (0) meprocdTEPOC | mMuch/many more

TPDOTOG (0) mpwTiTEPOC first earlier

NB:

The suffix-tatog can replacerepog

The meaning is “exceptionally ----- " or “most —=- (ie not directly compared)

For example: sivar oparotatn = she is exceptionally beautiful

givar BaOvTarog = it is most profound, deep
